We will confirm exact details closer to the time, but it is likely that the students will arrive
at school for the normal 8.40am registration, travel on coaches to Drayton Manor,
arriving back at school at around 5.30pm.

The cost of this recreational trip is going to be £25.85. This includes travel, insurance
and entrance to the theme park and all the attractions inside the park.
